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TERMS AND CONDITIONS

A membership entitles an individual the use of the club’s facilities subject to the conditions of their membership. Please note that prices are
subject to change.

Membership Cards
Every member will be required to pay the full amount due, have a membership photo on file and sign a “Medial History & Health Habits
Waiver/Disclosure Form” before a membership card will be issued (remain active). Members applying for a replacement card may have one
replacement card issued each year at no charge. An administration fee a $5.00 will be due if more than one replacement card in a calendar year
is issued.

Membership Categories Defined
FAMILY MEMBERSHIP: Entitles the primary member, spouse and unmarried dependent children under the age of 27 (currently enrolled in
school, over age 21 & older requires copy of Student’s School ID and Driver’s License) all living in the same household as the primary
member the use of the Club’s facilities and programs. Any adult age 21 or older not a dependent, not in school and not living in primary
member’s residence must pay a membership fee.

SINGLE PARENT WITH ONE CHILD OR COUPLE: A single parent with one child meeting the requirements listed under a family

membership or two adults married, engaged, or otherwise romantically paired living in the same household (proof maybe required to prove

same household).

Children

Children under the age of 12 must have adult supervision while in the pool area, volleyball, tennis, basketball and play structure at all times.
Children 12 or older may come unsupervised only after the child and their parent or guardian signs the “Unsupervised Children’s Policy
Form” for a legal release (must be completed each year). At age 21 all users must pay a membership fee unless they are still in school
and included in their parents membership (proof may be required of academic status). Children under the age of 12 may not use the
fitness center, steam showers or fitness center saunas. Members must be at least 16 years of age to use the fitness center unsupervised.
Children 13 to 15 years of age may use the fitness center with adult supervision. The poolside jacuzzi is for adults only, 18 years or
older. Children are not allowed in the Tiki bar. Atage 21 a member may enter the bar alone. Members must be at least 21 years of age
to consume alcohol.

Members’ Guests
Members over 18 years of age are welcome to introduce guests to the club by paying guest fees in accordance with current guest fee polices in
place and must be accompanied by a member at all times. Members must ensure that their guests are fully aware of the clubs Terms and
Conditions and Rules and Regulations. The proprietors take no responsibility for accidents, injuries, misadventure, theft or damage to personal
belongings experienced by guests of the club. Guest use of fitness center is not permitted.

Smoking
No smoking on the pool deck or surrounding grounds of the private club. Smoking is permitted in the gated area of the Tiki Bar.

Changing Membership Type and Subscriptions
All renewed memberships are payable annually with a non-refundable deposit of 20% due 5 months prior to your expiration date to secure
membership for the next year with the remaining balance to be paid in full by your expiration date. Membership cards will not be
issued/activated until payment is received in full. Fees paid in advance will not be refunded.

When joining on or before the 15™ of any month, your membership will expire the last day of the prior month. When joining on or after the
16™ of any month, your membership will expire the last day of that month. Membership contracts renew annually. If at any point you wish to
cancel your membership, you must contact the General Manager in writing giving at least 30 days of notice.

Members may change their membership type by contacting the office dependent on giving the required 30 days of notice and may be subject to
an administration fee. Change of Status form is available online under Membership Info.

All memberships are personal to each member, however, it is possible to transfer a membership to another person providing notice is given to
the General Manager 30 days in advance. The transferee will be required to complete a membership application form but will not be required
to pay a joining fee nor pay any of the fees which have been paid in advance by the transferor.

A member proposing to transfer membership may do so but will be subject to an administration fee ($250.00). Membership fees and/or dues
are transferable but not refundable.

Personal Belongings
Our liability to compensate you in the case of loss or damage other than death or personal injury is limited to a reasonable amount having
regard to such factors as to whether the damage was due to a negligent act or omission by us.

If any personal property is found, please hand in to the pool office or membership office. Any property that is not claimed within 7 days will
be donated to a worthy charitable organization.

Membership Rules

In order to maintain a high standard of facilities within a safe leisure environment and to ensure everyone’s enjoyment, please read and observe the following
membership rules:
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General

Members must agree to the rules.
The proprietors reserve the right to terminate membership for breach of the rules, or conduct which, in the proprietor’s opinion, is damaging to the
character or interests of the club or offensive to other members or staff.
While using the club facilities all members accept responsibility for their state of health and physical condition.
Member’s behavior in the club must not constitute a security or safety hazard to themselves or others in the club.
Absolute discretion is retained by The Proprietors to reject any application or renewal of membership without ascribing any reason for doing so.
The Proprietors’ liability for damage or loss to Members’ property is strictly limited to any damage or loss suffered as a direct result of the
negligence of proprietors or their staff.
No pets will be allowed in the club or its grounds with the exception of guide dogs.
No illegal acts will be permitted on the premises.

Automobiles
Cars must be parked correctly in designated areas giving due attention and priority to disabled users. No liability is accepted for loss or damage to
cars or property and is left solely at the owner’s risk.
The proprietors may at any time withdraw all or any part of the club facilities for any period or periods where and when it may be deemed necessary
for repair, maintenance, alteration or for safety reasons.

Dress Code

Pool area and outside facilities dress code is as follows:

1. Appropriate swim/lounge attire only is allowed in the pool area

2. No t-shirts or any other clothing with offensive verbal or artistic displays in the pool area or outside facilities.

Fitness Center dress code is as follows:
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3. Appropriate work-out attire is allowed in fitness center.

4. Bathing suits are only permitted while using the sauna and steam shower. Bathing suits are not appropriate work-out attire and not to be worn
while working out.

5. Proper work-out shoes must be worn at all times.

6. No t-shirts or any other clothing with offensive verbal or artistic displays

Pool Area
Please read and observe the notices displayed in the pool area.
Do not enter the pool while under the influence of alcohol.

No one under the age of 12 may be on the membership property or in pool area without adult supervision. Children 12 or older may come to the pool
unsupervised only if their parents have signed a legal release of responsibility form. This form is available for signature in the membership office and
also online under Membership Info. They are kept on file in the membership office.

Coolers, outside food or beverages are not allowed on the premises. This rule will be strictly enforced in order to guarantee compliance with the
liquor law.

No food may be brought out on the pool deck, poolside tables or chairs. Food may ONLY be eaten in the designated tables and chairs outside the
poolside grill and in the gated Tiki Bar area.

The pool area is open from May until September.

We reserve the right to close the facility at any time.

Members are responsible for all personal belongings.

No person shall be permitted in the pool with bandages, open sores or wounds.

. There will be no running, pushing or horseplay. Life Guards, pool staff and management can ask you to leave premises for the day when the rules are

broken. Continued abuse of the rules can result in membership privileges being revoked.

. No animals allowed in the pool area with the exception of guide dogs.

No smoking in or around pool area.

. THUNDER/LIGHTNING: In the event of thunder/lightning the entire pool deck must be cleared for 30 minutes. No persons may remain on the pool

deck. The life guard staff will safely notify members and guests when this is necessary. This is a Kentucky State Health Code and is in the best
interest for your safety.

HEAVY RAINFALL: The pool is closed when it rains so hard you cannot clearly see the stripes at the bottom of the pool. If a person was on the
bottom, a guard could not be able to clearly identify anything on the bottom of the pool.

FECAL CONTAMINATION: In the event of fecal contamination, the pool may be closed for a period of at least 24 hours depending upon the
severity of the contamination, in accordance with the CDC and NSPF to prevent cryptosporidium and other fecal-related diseases CDC's guidelines
for treatment of contaminated facilities (regarding unformed stool)

Only 1 person allowed on the diving board at a time.

Please shower before entering the pool, after using the sauna or steam shower, or after use of tennis, volleyball and/or basketball courts.
Members & guests must be at least 48” tall to slide the super slide, or must pass a swimming test.
Fitness Studio
No person under 16 years is allowed unsupervised.
Children 12 to 15 years are allowed with adult supervision.

Guest use of fitness center is not permitted.
